	TEACHER ACTIVITIES
	STUDENT ACTIVITES

	· Anticipatory Set:
· Hand out a blank piece of paper to each student who’s ready before telling them to quietly make their way to the reading carpet. When everyone is quiet begin reading story.
· Modeling
· After story students go back to desks. When sitting quietly, begin explaining activity and demonstrate how it is done. (Create a poster by folding the paper in half, with one side having some things that are “good to share” and on the other side “not good to share.” When that is accomplished, write and draw some ideas they come up with, and then send them on their own.)
[10-15 min]
	· Listen to story and instructions.
· Raise hand before asking a question.

	Practice/Development
· Walk around the classroom to see that all students are on task and understand the instructions.
· If the students are having a common issue, get everyone’s attention and explain the solution to the entire class.

[30-40 min]
	· Ask elbow partner if stuck or need assistance.
· Work independently unless in need of help.

· Perform the assignment that’s been given.

	Check for Understanding

· Walk around the room and check each student’s poster. 

	· Be neat and have posters out on desks for teacher to view.

	Closure/Reflection
· Have everyone finish up where they are and put away their work
· Ask students more ideas that can be written on the board or shared to the rest of the class.

[5 min]
	· Participate in responses


MODIFICATIONS and EXTENSIONS

· Modification: Focus more on writing rather than drawing.
· Extension: Give extra time next class or the following day.
EVALUATION and ASSESSMENT

· Look at all the posters to get a feel for how they learned.
· Give a simple evaluation based on effort, participation, understanding and ability to follow instructions.
NOTES AND REVISIONS

· Speak instructions slow and clear.
· Watch carefully how they work in pairs. (If they stay on task or not)

· If students finish early, either extend the activity or get the children to read quietly on the carpet.
