	TEACHER ACTIVITIES
	STUDENT ACTIVITES

	· Anticipatory Set

· “Today we are going to play with math!”
· Run through some simple math questions as a class- use the board as ask the class to read the number sentences out loud, together

· Modeling
· Explain games and show how it is done. (Roll the dice; subtract the smaller number from the bigger number; turn to elbow partner and do the same using the two new numbers. Write all the number sentences down.)
[5-10 min]
	· Listen and read sentences when appropriate.
· Raise hand before asking a question

	Practice/Development
· Always have dominoes on hand, especially for the quickest students.
· Walk around the class and see that everyone is on task.

· Assist with students who are struggling.

[30-80 min]
	· Ask for assistance when needed
· Cooperate with partner

· Don’t give up; keep working at something until they’ve got the solution. (A long period of time is given for a reason)

· Perform the tasks they’ve been assigned.

	Check for Understanding

· Walk around the room and check the open math journals

	· Have books open and all number sentences written clearly for the teacher to see.

	Closure/Reflection
· Have everyone finish their last problem and put away the dice and dominoes.
· Ask how it went and gather a general response. (Good/bad, thumbs up/thumbs down)

[5 min]
	· Respond appropriately.


MODIFICATIONS and EXTENSIONS

· Modification: Have some of the easier dominoes on hand (1+1, 2+1, etc.) and pay extra attention to work, slowly progress the numbers higher.
· Modification: Focus more on addition and less on subtraction.

· Modification or extension: Focus on individual work; work behind/ahead.
· Extension: Give extra dominoes or dice. (Here, try five at a time and show me what you can do!)
EVALUATION and ASSESSMENT

· Read the math journals and get a feel for how they learned.
· No grading-the assignment is for practice and gaining familiarity with numbers.

NOTES AND REVISIONS

· Emphasize that each student must take a random domino and use whichever numbers they roll on the dice, they don’t get to choose.
· Have enough dice and dominoes on hand that each student can use whichever they prefer. (Some students will refuse to work with one or the other)

· Using dominoes for addition and dice for subtraction is a little bit complex for them since they are more used to the dominoes.

· Pay attention to who is partnered with whom; sometimes it just doesn’t work out and the two won’t mesh.
